Keen observers of the scene may have already been alerted to the recent re-
emergence of this reverential masterpiece from the legendary workshop of New
Plymouth bike designer Chris Batten, whose engineering excellence produced
New Zealand’s first chopper hearse for hire several years ago, but which -- after
vanishing from the public eye for several years -- has only now reached its full
potential with the advent of Elysian Wheels, a unique funeral transport
company based in Northland’s Whangarei.

Batten, an award-winning chopper bike builder, devoted his skills to providing a
special farewell to loved ones, be they of the biking persuasion or those just
wanting something less traditional.

The Valhalla: a motorcycle-drawn hearse robust enough to hold a 2.1-metre
long coffin for even the biggest 136-kilogram biker. Fittingly, it is named after
the mythological resting place of Norse warriors who died as heroes to dwell in



eternity.

This remarkable chariot won multiple awards for engineering, as did his line of
Spartan Choppers, both here as in West Australia.

The hearse's tow bar is interchangeable, so it can also be towed by one of our
classic cars for the classic car enthusiast. The custom built 1995 Harley-Davidson

Road King chopper trike was built by Mr. Batten and can be accompanied by one
of our classic cars for immediate family.
